“Then their eyes were opened and they recognized Him.”  (Verse 31) 
 

The Gospel of Luke relates the story of the risen Christ appearing to two who were 
traveling along the road from Jerusalem to Emmaus.  The friends are walking along 
sharing their deepest concerns when the risen Christ joins them and explains the scrip-
tures about how the prophets had spoken that Christ should suffer and so enter his 
glory.  This experience on the road was heart-warming for the disciples but it will be 
later when Jesus gives the blessing and breaks the bread over a meal that the two have 
their eyes opened and they recognize him as the risen Christ.  The disciples then rush 
back to Jerusalem to tell the others.   
 

The Walk to Emmaus is a program of the Upper Room in Nashville, TN that offers all disciples the experience of 
walking with others in the presence of the risen Christ.  It is 72 hours away from the busyness and distractions of  
day to day life.  Discussions center on fifteen talks given by laity and clergy around the theme of God’s grace.  The 
Walk is not a retreat in the literal sense but instead it is a highly structured weekend designed to strengthen and re-
new the faith of Christian people.  There is daily worship, fellowship and Holy Communion.  Everything for the par-
ticipant is provided and planned as an invitation to come and dwell more deeply in our relationship with Jesus.  The 
‘pilgrim’ is then encouraged to live out that relationship in service through the local church. 
 
I am aware that many at FUMC have experienced the Walk to Emmaus.  For others who may be interested in attend-
ing a Walk, please contact me for information.  I will be serving as an assistant spiritual director on an Emmaus Walk 
on Thursday, April 8 through Sunday April 11 at Camp Friedenswald in Union, MI.  Emmaus Walks for men and 
women are scheduled through-out the year in a variety of locations.  
 
Meanwhile, I ask for your prayers for all who will be involved in this time away with God.

Second Mile Giving -  In 2009 the total giving by the congregation to mis-
sions beyond the Mission Committee budget was $14,556.15!  The food pan-
try received the largest donations of $6,290 along with the all the food that 
was donated.  The youth raised $2,897 toward their mission trip to Honduras, 
Pastor’s Benevolence fund received $400, four agencies benefited from our 
One Dollar a Week for Others program with a total of $208.  The pennies col-
lected for the Cow Bank Project has raised $215.47 (our goal is $312).  The funds will be sent to 
help a poor village family in Cambodia.   
 
We have not included the organ donations in these totals; however we do recognize these dona-
tions as important contributions outside the budgeted needs of our church.

Two scholarship funds are available through the church, the First United Methodist Church Schol-
arship and the Janet Malone Memorial Scholarship.    

To apply for The FUMC Scholarship  the applicant must be a member or an active participant of 
First United Methodist Church of Middlebury.  The applicant must be a graduate of high school or 
have received his/her General Education Development Diploma (GED).  The applicant must have 
been accepted at an institution of high learning (i.e. trade school, 2 – year or 4 – year).  The appli-
cant must plan to enroll as a full-time student (minimum of 12 semester hours) in a certificate, as-
sociate, bachelor, or master degree program.  The applicant must submit a handwritten statement 
outlining his/her short term and long term goals on the page attached to the scholarship applica-
tion.  The statement should include both educational goals and vocations/professional goals. 

The Janet Malone scholarship has the same criteria with special consideration given to students 
entering service vocations such as nursing or education.
